China permitted all couples to have
two children in 2016, scrapping the dra-

Bhubaneswar, May 31: In a bid
to ensure zero wastage and maxi-
mum utilisation of anti-Covid-19
shots, the state government Monday
directed all the district and local ad-
ministrations to give preference
to the beneficiaries who have taken
online appointment over those opt-
ing for on-site registration.

In a letter to the district
Collectors, District Magistrates
and Municipal Commissioners,
the Health and Family Welfare
(H&FW) department stated that
CoWIN platform, which has been
exclusively designed for Covid vac-
cination programme, should be
the preferred mode of providing
vaccination.

“CoWIN platform provides the
option for online self-registration
and appointments for facilitated
cohorts. The central government
has also advised the use of appli-
cation for availing slots. However,
it has been observed that some
vaccination centres have both on-

line and on-site slots open. As a
result, online beneficiaries have
to wait for longer periods to get
vaccinated,” the letter read.

Instructing against use of such
practice, the H&FW department
directed the authorities concerned
to inform their programme offi-
cers, managers and vaccinators to
give preferences to those who have
taken online appointment over
those availing on-site registrations.
“The on-site registration should
only be used for the purpose of en-
abling access for facilitated co-
horts and for minimising vaccine
wastage,” it added.

Moreover, the state government
also suggested the local authorities
to prepare detailed plans for near
to home vaccination (NHV) for eld-
erly and differently-abled citizens.
“While door-to-door vaccination
isnot possible, the targeted group
can be vaccinated under NHV pro-
gramme. Thus meticulous plan-
ning should be done for smooth
execution of the initiative,” the
state government said.

THEIR PROBLEMS ARE NOT RESOLVED

Rasulpur, May 31: The famous tus-
sar industry in Gopalpur village
under this block in Jajpur district
is facing an acute crisis with over
1,000 weavers sitting idle without
any work due to back-to-back on-
slaughts of Covid-19 pandemic as
well as the devastation caused by
natural calamities like cyclonic
storm and floods.

Gopalpur village under
Prathamakhandi panchayat of the
block is known as “tussar village”
of the state. Tussar clothes manu-
factured by the weavers in this vil-
lage are in great demand among
the people within as well as outside
the state. However, repeated on-
slaughts of Covid pandemic and
natural calamities like cyclonic
storm and floods have hit them hard.
As aresult, they have failed to sell
their produce as buyers have stopped
visiting or contacting them.

Moreover, they have failed to ob-
tain raw materials to manufacture
new clothes. Weavers’ cooperative
societies which act as intermedi-
aries between the weavers and
merchants have also failed to pro-
vide work to them.

This has pushed the weavers’
families into distress and hit their
livelihood hard. Left with no option,
family members of hundreds of
weavers have drawn the attention
of Chief Minister towards their
problems in a memorandum.

They have threatened to leave the
state and work as migrant labour-
ers if the Chief Minister does not
intervene into their problem, weaver
leaders Makardhwaj Guin, Ramesh
Chandra Das, Pratima Guin,

Sambalpur, May 31: A suspected
mucormycosis or black fungus pa-
tient died at VIMSAR, Burla in
Sambalpur district, hospital su-
perintendent Lalmohan Nayak
said Monday:

Giving details of the case, Nayak
said the patient with black fungus
symptoms was admitted to VIMSAR
five to six days back. As his con-
dition deteriorated, he was shifted
to the ICU and tests were necessary
to confirm whether he was suf-
fering from black fungus infection.

verely affected when the cyclone
Fani hit the state in 2019. They
were somehow carrying on with
their business but things came to
a full stop when the Covid pan-
demic struck the state in 2020. In
2017, a devastating flood in
Brahmani wreaked havoc in their
area when a 200-feet-long em-
barkment on the river breached
in Gopalpur.

The floodwaters came gushing
into the villages in Gopalpur and
Chakagopalpur and entered their
houses where the looms were func-
tioning. As aresult, raw materials
and finished products worth several
lakhs were damaged. Over 800 fam-
ilies were affected due to this flood
hitting their lives and livelihood.

The Chief Minister, taking pity
on the weavers, announced grant
of 50 kg rice and % 500 for each
family as assistance and an addi-
tional 34,100 as compensation for
their loss. As per the announce-
ment, the affected families received
only rice and %500, but are to get
34,100 towards compensation.

Since then, four years have
passed but many of the affected
families are yet to put up their
looms in order. The government
has also not provided them with any
workplace where they can put their
looms and resume working.

The Chief Minister had an-
nounced a special package of 325
crore for the weavers during the
Covid pandemic. The weavers have
demanded, in the memorandum,
that the government should in-
crease the amount as it falls short
of their requirement. They have
also demanded that the govern-
ment grant them the status of ar-
tisans and provide them allowance
of %1,200 to each weaver above 50
years of age.

The weavers have also demanded
a scholarship scheme for the mer-
itorious students of weavers’ fam-
ilies. In addition, they want the gov-
ernment to make the Handloom
and Handcraft Development Council
functional again and utilise the Z20-
crore fund under it for the benefit
of the weavers’ community.

Koraput to have new Covid
hospital in two days: CS

Bhubaneswar, May 31: With the al-
rming increase in Covid-19 cases in
Koraput district, the state government
has decided to open a new Covid hos-
pital in the districts soon, said Chief
Secretary SC Mahapatra Monday:
Mahapatra, along with Additional
Chief Secretary (ACS) Health and
Family Welfare, PK Mohapatra, Monday
visited Koraput and Nabarangpur dis-
tricts toreview the Covid management
situation in the two districts. They
held meetings with senior officials of
the two districts and visited the Covid
hospital, reviewed the functioning of

ICU, construction of new hospital
wards and establishment of oxygen
plants, testing facilities etc.
Mahapatra said that a new Covid hos-
pital will start functioning in Koraput
district within the next two days. The
facility will have 94 beds along with 24
ICU beds and three ventilators, adding,
the Covid situation is under control in
the Koraput district. Medical oxygen
plants will be set up at the medical
college and district headquarters hos-
pital (DDH) in the Koraput district
within the next three months, he said.
During the review it was found that
the test and positivity ratio in the two
districts have reduced during the last

few days because of weekend shut-
down and other enforcement meas-
ures taken by the government. This
trend is declining in the state and is ex-
pected to reduce further in coming
days, sources said.

Replying to media queries after the
field visit and review at
Nabarangpur, the Chief Secretary
said that a new RT-PCR testing ma-
chine would be operational in the dis-
trict shortly. It would provide test-
ing facility of around 500 samples
per day. All efforts would be made
to complete the construction of the
oxygen plant and new ward within
3 to 4 months, he added.

Man impersonating as doctor molests wornan patient, held

Later, he allegedly groped the woman
and touched her private parts on the
pretext of a check-up. The woman re-
sisted his advances and cried out for
help as her husband went to call the
nurse. Meanwhile, Deepak, fearing
that he would be punished for the mis-
demeanour, fled the scene before any-
one could arrive.

On being informed, Aul police rushed
to the spot and scanned the CCTV
footage of the hospital and arrested
Deepak from his residence in
Badambila village. A case was regis-
tered in this connection and he was pro-
duced in the court.

Kamakhyanagar hospital functlomng sans mortuary

Kamakhyanagar, May 31: Despite
the surge in the number of Covid-19
cases as well as fatalities in Dhenkanal
district, the sub-divisional hospital at
Kamakhyanagar is functioning with-
out a mortuary - thanks to the district
administration.

In the absence of a mortuary, the bod-
ies of unidentified persons and acci-
dent victims are left on the verandah
of the hospital for hours together,
often giving rise to foul smell and un-
pleasant situations. The sub-divisional
hospital is one of the prime healthcare
facilities in Dhenkanal district.
Hundreds of locals from Bhuban and
Kankadahada areas, including pa-

) tients from villages located in close
vicinity, depend on the hospital here,
attendants of patients said.

When some bodies are not identi-
fied soon after their arrival at the
hospital, they are usually buried with
assistance from the local police. Later,
some of the decomposed bodies are
exhumed for the purpose of investi-
gation or to them handover to the
victims’ families.

Sometimes, bodies are also kept
under the trees and outside the hospital
building for hours creating fear psy-

chosis among children who visit the
hospital. Despite having requisite
equipment and machinery; a proposed
mortuary on the sub-divisional hospital
premises is yet to come up. The proj-
ect could not be commissioned owing
to the alleged apathetic attitude of
Dhenkanal district administration.
Four patients died in the
Kamakhyanagar sub-divisional hos-
pital Saturday (May 29, 2021) due to dif-

ferent reasons. Surprisingly, three
bodies were kept on stretchers near
a dressing room and another under
a tree outside the hospital building.
When contacted for his comments,
Sub-Division Medical Officer (SDMO)
Dr Ratnakar Samal said, “Since long
we have been demanding the con-
struction of amortuary on the hospital
premises. At times, post-mortems are
being conducted immediately, in order
to avoid decomposition of the bodies.
We feel the pressure during tough
times like the Covid-19 pandemic.”
Notably; the Kamakhyanagar sub-di-
visional hospital was started in a build-
ing with thatched roof in 1856. It was
located around 30 km away from the ex-
isting hospital building. The new one
was established in 1926, but the proposed
mortuary could not come up allegedly
owing to administrative red-tape.

Fact and Fiction

e current crop of top BJP leadership, it seems, hasn’t learnt or, even

l worse, refuses to learn any lesson from the egregious mistake of its

senior leaders when they made the cruel joke of “India Shining” cam-
paign in 2004 to cover AB Vajpayee-government’s failure. Many may not agree
with the word ‘failure’ but eventually, in any democracy, success or failure
can only be measured through the ballot box. The result at that time was
that the BJP was voted out of power at the Centre. Similar dishonesty is
being dished out once again as the present government observed its sev-
enth anniversary May 30. The Prime Minister claimed the country is “pro-
gressing, following the path of inclusive development” encapsulated in its
slogan of “Sabka Saath, Sabka Vikas, Sabka Viswas”. Union Home Minister
Amit Shah went a few steps further to boast of “unprecedented achieve-
ments” in fields of security, public welfare and reforms.

All this when the country is witnessing fuel price hikes virtually daily
and the news that filtered in today is of the Indian economy contracting
by 7.3% in FY 2020-21.

Blowing one’s own trumpet is a normal human trait and it applies even
more to politicians and governments. Public memory is proverbially short
and people in general tend to be swayed by a blitzkrieg of government prop-
aganda. But, there is a point up to which even the gullible public can be
manipulated. The Vajpayee-government was shown the door for crossing
that limit.

The current dispensation at the Centre appears to be deluding itself
about the efficacy of such propaganda relying on the unprecedented power
and reach of the social media platforms to send across narratives about progress
made under its rule. It has done so time and again, be it through propaganda
over demonetization, implementation of Goods and Services Tax (GST), the
manipulated Balakot surgical strike (was made apparent from disclosures
of WhatsApp messages between the head of a pro government television
channel and his acolyte) or its failure to checkmate China in Ladakh.

This is why it is difficult to digest when it congratulates itself on its
performance on its seventh year, when the country’s progress has nose-
dived taking the nation back to alevel of economy that prevailed four decades
ago. That too in a year when COVID-19 pandemic has shattered the lives
of millions and torpedoed the country’s economy with the government
acting like a helpless, passive spectator. A close examination of the work
of this government will reveal the unvarnished reality shorn of false of-
ficial bravado.

In 2014, then Gujarat Chief Minister Narendra Modi took the country by
storm capturing the coveted Delhi throne to become PM on the promise of
bringing about ‘Vikas’ (economic growth) and Achhe Din’ (better days). India’s
economy then appeared to have lost its way in terms of GDP growth even
as retail inflation was soaring and private investments were getting stalled.
Yet hopes were raised that a new day would dawn with a new set up in Delhi.
. That did not seem to have borne fruit. In 2019 the economy worsened fur-
)™ ther, yet BJP repeated the success by returning with an even bigger man-
date. That this government’s performance was even more miserable can be
gauged with the usual economic yardsticks of GDP, unemployment rate,
inflation rate, fiscal deficit of the government - an index of the health of
government finances, savings and investment rates in the economy; the do-
mestic currency’s relative value against the US dollar, the balance of pay-
ment and the level of poverty and inequality.

The GDP growth rate for the past five years reveals the government’s poor
performance in managing the economy. After the decline in the wake of
the Global Financial Crisis, the Indian economy started its recovery in 2013,
i.e. over a year before the Modi-government took charge. But, the economy
decelerated since the third quarter (October to December) of 2016-17. The
main reason is the government’s decision to demonetise India’s currency
overnight and the poorly-designed and hastily-implemented Good and
Services Tax (GST). The GDP growth rate, as per Reserve Bank of India’s
Annual Report for FY21, steadily fell from over 8% in FY17 to about 4% in
FY20, just before Covid-19 hit. Even before COVID was declared a global
\ pandemic the fundamentals of Indian economy were already weak. In per
/ capita income, India has performed worse than Bangladesh.

India’s unemployment rate, according to government’s own surveys,
was at a 45-year high in 2017-18. The total number of employed people be-
tween 2012 and 2018 fell by 9 million which was the first such instance in
independent India’s history. As against the norm of 2%-3% unemploy-
ment rate, India started routinely witnessing unemployment rates close to
6%-7% in the years leading up to Covid-19. The pandemic, of course, made
matters far worse.

One easy parameter that the layman can well understand is the ex-
change rate of the rupee with the US dollar. Here, too, the Modi govern-
ment’s record does not inspire any confidence. A US dollar was worth 359
when Modi took over as the PM. Seven years later, it is closer to ¥73. The
relative weakness of the rupee reflects the reduced purchasing power of
the Indian currency.

Many powerful politicians have parroted the government narrative that
the BJP government has changed the lives of millions of farmers with land-
mark decisions and reforms and also ensured affordable and quality health
service to the people in the last seven years. The ongoing farmers’ agita-
tion and groans of millions of people traumatised by the pandemic give lie
to such fairy tales.

It is time the Central government acknowledged its shortcomings and
acts on rectifying mistakes of the recent past. It is imperative to prepare
the nation not only for vaccinating everyone but also to prepare a detailed
plan on health care to face future waves as also get the economy going by
pumping government money through developmental works in large scale.

There does not seem to be a wide open window as far as time is concerned
in these issues.
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Decide what you want, decide what you are willing to exchange for
it. Establish your priorities and go to work. H. L HUNT

Milk Day on June 1, 2021.
‘World Milk Day’ was first launched
in 2001 by the Food and Agriculture
Organisation (FAO) of the United
Nations to recognise the impor-
tant contributions of the dairy
sector in boosting sustainability; eco-
nomic development, livelihoods
and increase awareness regard-
ing nutritional value of milk and
milk products around the world.
Since 2014, India has been cele-
brating its National Milk Day on
November 26 every year in mem-
ory of Dr. Verghese Kurien, the
Father of the White Revolution in
the country. To highlight the im-
portance of milk in human life,
the significance of World Milk
Day is yet to be realised in its true
sense by all stakeholders concerned
across the world.

The livestock sector in India
contributes about 4.11% to India’s
GDP and 25.6 % towards total agri-
culture GDP, whereas the dairy
sector claims majority of share
(67%) in value of outputs within live-
stock (National Accounts Statistics,
2019). From the global point of view;
India is world’s largest producer and
consumer of milk. According to
FAO, India contributes 22 per cent
to global milk production and pro-
duced 187.7million tons of output
in 2018, followed by USA.

Even though India has achieved
self-sufficient milk production,
only ten states in India produce
81% of milk. Only nine states have
performed per capita availability
of milk at par with the national
level. The data shows that India’s
milk production is concentrated
in a few states because of their ro-
bust dairy cooperative networks
and a higher remunerative price of
milk received by the farmers in
their respective states.

As Odisha is concerned, it con-
tributes 1.23% of milk produc-
tion during the period 2018-19,
producing 2.3 million tons. In
Odisha, milk is produced by small
and marginal farmers whose land-
holdings, less than 2 hectares and
with 3 or 4 animals. In terms of
per capita availability of milk in
2018-19, Punjab was the leader
among states with 1,181 grams
of milk available per person per
day, followed by Haryana (1,087
grams), Rajasthan (870 grams),
and Gujarat (626 grams). Milk
production in Odisha mainly con-
sists of cow and buffalo milk.
Cow milk dominates the total
milk production, accounting for
the majority of the entire pro-
duction. Though the Odisha dairy
market grew at a CAGR of 11%
during 2014-2019, the per capita
milk availability in Odisha is de-
ficient at 143 gm/day, much below

economies is constrained by the
underdeveloped financial sys-
tems associated with widespread
informality. Though global body
reports praise India’s free food
programmes during the first
phase, not continued in the sec-
ond one, finds even the central
bank constrained. It virtually
clubs the country with the emerg-
ing markets and developing
economies (EMDE).

The other concern is that most
informal workers are predomi-
nantly women and young peo-
ple (in reality it shies away from
saying children).

“Limited access to social safety
nets has meant that many par-
ticipants in the informal sector
have neither been able to afford
to stay at home nor adhere to so-

“High levels of informality lead
to weaker development outcomes.
Countries with larger informal
sectors have lower per-capita in-

the national average of 3%4gm/day.

In this context, the dairy co-
operative plays an influential role
in strengthening the dairy sec-
tor, which boosts milk produc-
tion. Odisha has 5,579 dairy co-op-
erative societies with 290,785
members, whereas Gujarat has
18,595 dairy co-operative societies
with 3,455,886 members. During
the 1980s, the co-operatives were
not so organised to procure milk
and milk products in the state.
The Odisha State Cooperative
Milk Producers Federation
(OMFED) started functioning
in1985 during the phase II of the
“Operation Flood” programme.

Milk procurement from the farm-
ers is also low in the state com-
pared to other states. While the
procurement of milk was 94,000
kg/day in 2000-01, the procurement
in 2018-19 was around 5.01 lakh
kg/day, whereas the daily pro-
curement in Gujarat is 18.22 lakh
kg-the highest procurement in the
country. Despite having a signifi-
cant livestock base of milch animals
and being the largest milk pro-
ducer globally, India lacks cold
storages in many milk shed areas,
resulting in wastage of milk and
milk products. The recent Covid-
19 pandemic has also adversely af-

comes, greater poverty, greater
income inequality, less developed
financial markets, and weaker in-
vestment and are farther away
from achieving the goals of sus-
tainable development”, it says.

The report is critical of heavy
regulatory and tax burdens being
imposed leading to the rise in
numbers of informal employ-
ment. It castigates Europe, Central
Asia, Latin America, the
Caribbean, West Asia and North
Africa tax excesses.

India needs tolearn from the ob-
servation as it is resorting to in-
crease taxes of all kinds during
these difficult days and even med-
icines have at least 5 to 12 per cent
taxes. The state governments are
increasing annual taxes on houses
by over 5 per cent and many other
facilities including tolls and fuel
charges. The various stipulations
of GST and its penalties need to be
eased if the country has to grow.

The stark revelation is that since
2018 the numbers in the informal
sector are growing, though since
1990 to 2018 it registered a fall.
This is a pointer to a global slow-
down and Indian finances have
seen falling during the last three
years adding poverty in absolute
numbers. Even the jobless in the
IT sector and manufacturing has
swelled. Many gainfully employed
till a year ago are now without an
income support. The CMIE re-
cently reported that over 80 per cent
people have suffered income losses.

The World Bank suggests that
steps have to be taken to improve
governance and business climates
and harps on streamlining the
taxation system for lowering the
cost of production and help in-
crease operational margins.

The Central government has
repeatedly been suggested to review
its high taxation and extortionist
approaches. Unless the lowest in
the rung, the unorganised daily wa-
gers, are empowered, expecting
better conditions shall remain a
dream. And yes, it has also to give
up cosmetic avoidable debt-funded
expenditures like the Central Vista
of Delhi. The panacea is simple if
adhered to. - INFA

higher procurement. This move
will help get more private invest-
ments in the dairy sector, suffice
the OMFED efforts in pegging up
the milk procurement, and gen-
erating employment opportuni-
ties. Now, the time has come to
adopt advanced scientific tech-
niques and rational dairy policies
to augment milk production in the
state and the country.

HSC exam more important
for students: Govt tells HC

Mumbai, May 31: The
Maharashtra government Monday
told Bombay High Court that SSC
(Class X) and HSC (Class XII) exams
could not be compared as the lat-
ter was a relatively more important
milestone for students as their ca-
reers depended on it.

The state government, in an af-
fidavit, said SSC exams for this
year were cancelled amid the coro-
navirus outbreak after considering
the safety of students, teachers,
parents and other stakeholders.

The affidavit, by the state’s School
Education and Sports department
deputy secretary Rajendra Pawar,
was in response to a PIL filed by a
professor, Dhananjay Kulkarni,
challenging the April 19 decision
of the state government to cancel
Class X exams this year.

The HC, May 20, had come down
heavily on the state government
saying it was making a mockery
of the education system, and had di-
rected it to file its affidavit on the
plea. The HC also sought an expla-
nation as to why the state govern-
ment was holding Class XII exams.

The state government's affidavit
said Class XII exams are postponed
presently and a final decision on it

would be taken after the Centre
makes a move on the national level.

It was thought fit that 12th board
examinations were a relatively
more important milestone in the ed-
ucation of the students as their fu-
ture careers depend upon the same
as compared to the 10th standard
examination the affidavit said.

Usually; unlike 10th standard, after
12th standard the path of the stu-
dents’ overall career is decided, it
said, adding that students in 12th
standard are more matured, inde-
pendent, socially aware and bodily and
mentally fit than those in Class X.

Itislike comparing apples with
cheese only because both are edi-
ble, the state government said in the
affidavit. The state government
said it cannot be held that SSC
exams cannot be cancelled just be-
cause no decision has been taken
on HSC exams.

Markets reopen in J-K |
as easing of curbs begins

Jammu/Srinagar, May 31: After
a month-long lockdown imposed
due to a surge in Covid-19 cases,
markets reopened in Jammu and
Kashmir Monday as the process
of partial unlock started in the
Union Territory, officials said.

According tonew guidelines im-
posed by authorities Sunday; shops
have been allowed to open on al-
ternate days.

The public transport was al-
lowed to ply at 50 per cent of the seat-
ing capacity in the Orange cate-
gory districts, it remained shut in
the Red category districts.

With the grim Covid pandemic
situation appearing to be on the ebb
in the last two weeks in the Union
Territory, the administration
Sunday began the process of eas-
ing out the lockdown, limiting the
corona curfew to nights and week-
ends only.

The ease-out process was
launched amid the case positivity
rate falling to 6.2 per cent from 13
and the daily Covid-19 sliding down
to an all-time high of 5,500 to 2,200
in the past two weeks.

While deciding to relax the co-
rona curfew, the Jammu and
Kashmir ‘State’ Executive
Committee (JKSEC), however, opted
to keep all educational institutions,
including the private coaching cen-
tres, closed till June 15.

It also opted to keep all cinema
halls, multiplexes, clubs, gyms,
spas and paid parks closed till fur-
ther orders.

Half of the 10 districts in
Kashmir valley -- Pulwama,
Anantnag, Baramulla, Budgam
and Kupwara - have been classified
as Red, while the other half --
Srinagar, Shopian, Ganderbal,

Mumbai, May 31: Implementation
of afive-point programme and in-
culcating a sense of responsibility
among people was the mainstay
of various measures undertaken
by Ruturaj Deshmukh, the youngest
sarpanch in Maharashtra, and his
task force to rid their village in
Solapur district of coronavirus.

Maharashtra Chief Minister
Uddhav Thackeray in his virtual
address to the people Sunday had
lauded Deshmukh’s contribution
and appealed to all sarpanchs in the
state to draw inspiration in the
battle against the pandemic while
announcing My Village Corona
Free initiative.

The Ghatne village, of which
Deshmukh (21) is the sarpanch,
has a population of 1,500. The vil-
lage had not reported any Covid-
19 cases from March 2020 to April
2021. But in the first week of April,
we had two Covid-19 cases but both
the patients died. This triggered
panic and many people started
leaving their homes to live in their
farms, he recalled Monday.

At this stage, Deshmukh said

he decided to involve all stake-
holders and create awareness about
fighting coronavirus.

My mantra was to be positive in
outlook with confidence that we
can keep our village free of coro-
navirus, Deshmukh told PTI over
the phone.

Talking about the efforts, the
sarpanch said he and his team framed
a five-point programme involving
tracing, testing, treatment, vacci-
nation and adherence to Covid-ap-

ASHA (Accredited
Social Health Activist) work-
ers were roped in who visited every
house in the village to check the
blood oxygen level and body tem-
perature of its occupants, he said.
The villagers whose blood oxy-
gen level is found to be below 92 are
shifted to either isolation centres
or to Covid Care Centres in Mohol
taluka, which is 4 km away from the

village, he said. Simultaneously,
corona safety kits comprising a
face mask, hand sanitiser, disin-
fectant, and vitamin tablets were
supplied to the people. A steam
machine was kept at the gram pan-
chayat office which can be used
by anybody in need, he added.
Deshmukh said residents who
have to travel outside the village for
work are randomly tested
while outsiders coming
to the village are quar-
antined for three
days and made to
undergo a rapid

To inculcate
discipline in peo-
ple, police person-
nel were deployed in
the village to
ensure that
the pandemic norms are followed
and those found without a face
mask were fined.

Since April, 15 coronavirus pos-
itive cases were detected in our
village out of which two died. The
village has now become coron-
avirus-free but the campaign con-
tinues with the help of ASHA work-

ers, he added.

Deshmukh also underlined the
challenges in the form of lack of
awareness among people and gen-
eral hesitancy about Covid-19 test-
ing in rural areas. There is no
mindset for testing in villages, he
said. He flagged the shortage of
vaccines as the biggest hurdle in
rural areas.

When asked about the CM prais-
ing him, Deshmukh said, “The
chief minister may have mentioned
me in his address but local politi-
cal opposition remains. There is no
difference in the political opposi-
tion at the state level or village
level.” In his view, micro-man-
agement will help eradicate coro-
navirus in villages.

When asked about his future
course of action, Deshmukh said
preparations are on to tackle the pro-

The Chief Minister earlier in
the day had written to Prime
Minister Narendra Modi request-
ing him to withdraw the Centre's
order recalling the Chief Secretary,
and asserted her government "can-
not release, and is not releasing' the
top bureaucrat.

The move opens up various pos-
sibilities on possible action by the
Central government against the
top bureaucrat. It also lays bare
the adversarial relationship be-
tween the state and central gov-
ernment which has been simmer-
ing for some time and which seems
to be deteriorating into what many
observers described as a no holds
barred battle. "We are not relieving
him (Bandopadhyay). He has su-
perannuated today, but he will act
as chief advisor to the CM for the
next three years," Banerjee said.

Court pulls up drug controller

Lowest daily Covid
cases in 50 days

New Delhi, May 31: India re-
ported the lowest daily new coro-
navirus infections in 50 days with
1,52,734 cases, taking India's total
tally to 2,80,47,534, while the ac-
tive caseload further declined to
20,26,092, according to the Union
Health Ministry data updated on
Monday.

The death toll climbed to 3,29,100
with 3,128 daily deaths, the data up-
dated at 8 am showed. Recoveries con-
tinued to outnumber the daily new
cases for the 18th consecutive day:.

The number of people who have
recuperated from the disease surged
10 2,56,92,342, with 2,38,022 patients
having recovered in a span of 24
hours, while the case fatality rate
stands at 1.17 per cent, the data
stated. Also, 16,83,135 tests were
conducted Sunday; taking the total
cumulative tests conducted so far
in the country to 34,48,66,883, while
the daily positivity was recorded
at 9.07 per cent . It has been less than
10 per cent for seven consecutive
days, the ministry said.

Weekly positivity rate has de-
clined to 9.04 per cent. The active
cases have further reduced to
20,26,092, comprising 7.22 per cent
of the total infections, while the na-
tional Covid-19 recovery rate has
improved to 91.60 per cent.

"There is growing evidence that
smokers have a higher mortality
rate with respect to coronavirus in-
fection compared to non-smokers.

Complaint filed
against Poonawalla

Pratap Chandra has said in the
complaint that he received the first
dose of Covishield on April 8.
Chandra said he was supposed to
receive the second dose 28 days
later but on the said day, he was told
that the date for the second dose had
been extended by six weeks.

Later, the government revised the
time gap between the two doses to
12 weeks.

Chandra said that after receiv-
ing the first dose of the vaccine, he
felt weak and unwell.

Citing ICMR director general
Balram Bhargav's quotes in media
where he had said 'good levels of an-
tibodies are produced in the body
after the first dose of Covishield',
Chandra took a Covid Antibody
GT test from a government-ap-
proved lab. The test result revealed
that the complainant did not develop
any antibodies against Covid-19, in-
stead his platelets had gone down
to 1.5 lakh from 3 lakh.

Chandra alleged that after tak-
ing the vaccine he has become
more prone to the virus as his
platelet count has been reduced by

half. The police have received the

complaint but no FIR has been
filed in the case. The police said
considering the sensitivity of the
matter, they have informed the
top officials before taking any fur-
ther action.

New Delhi, May 31: The Supreme
Court Monday said it will examine
the interpretation of sedition law,
particularly in the light of media
rights and free speech, as it gave pro-
tection to Telugu news channels -
- TV5 and ABN Andhrajyothi -
from any coercive action in a case
lodged against them under the
colonial era provision.

The two channels were booked
by Andhra Pradesh police for al-
leged sedition in showing 'offensive’
speeches of YSR Congress rebel
MP K Raghu Rama Krishna Raju.
A bench of Justices DY
Chandrachud, L N Rao and S
Ravindra Bhat said, “We are of the
view that provisions of 124A (sedi-
tion) and 153 (promoting enmity be-
tween classes) of the IPC require
interpretation, particularly on the
issue of the rights of press and
free speech”.

It restrained the Andhra Pradesh
police from taking any coercive
action against the channels and
their employees or staffers in con-
nection with the FIR.

The bench also sought the re-
sponse of the state government
within four weeks on the pleas of
the channels which are charged
for various offences including the
harsh penal offence of sedition.

Both the media houses have re-
cently moved the top court seeking
quashing of an FIR registered
against it in a sedition case in
Andhra Pradesh, with one house
claiming the attempt is to “create
a chilling effect” for news chan-
nels in the state so that they are
wary of hosting any content which
is critical of the government.

Shreya Broadcasting Pvt Ltd,
which owns TV5 news channel
with bureaus in Hyderabad,
Vishakapatnam and Vijayawada,
has alleged in its petition that the
state “intends to silence” its cri-
tiques and the media by filing a
“vague FIR” and abusing the
process of law.

The FIR against the TV channel
has connection with the sedition
case lodged against Raju, who has
already been arrested by the Andhra
Pradesh police.

The channels have claimed that
the FIR has been lodged against
it for airing programmes involving
Raju who has been critical of the
state government led by his own
party.

Mumbai, May 31: The
Maharashtra government Monday
extended benefits under the the
economically weaker section (EWS)
quota to the Maratha community,
days after the Supreme Court
scrapped a separate reservation
in jobs and education for the dom-
inant social group.

A government order (GO) to this
effect was issued by the General
Administration Department (GAD)
here. At present, a 10 per cent EWS
quota is in force for those sections
of the society which are not covered
by any kind of reservations. The
central law on the EWS quota was
enacted more than two years ago
to allow reservation for the poor in
jobs and education among the gen-
eral category.

The GAD order said the Maratha
community, which has been clas-
sified as a Socially and
Economically Backward Class
(SEBC), can avail the 10 per cent
EWS quota. The SC had, May 5,

struck down astate law that granted
reservations in jobs and education
to the Maratha community.

The EWS quota will be applica-
ble to the community from the pe-
riod of interim stay (on Maratha
reservation) September 9, 2020, to
the final verdict by the Supreme
Court in May 5 this year, the gov-

ernment order sa1d

The EWS quota will be applica-
ble for SEBC candidates whose ap-
pointments were pending before the
interim stay and will not be ap-
plicable to those candidates who
have benefited from the SEBC quota
in appointments and admissions,
it said.

6 more bodies found floating in Ganga

Fatehpur Sadar Tehsil Sub-
Collector (SDM) Pramod Jha said
he was informed about the bod-
ies floating in the river Sunday
morning, following which a
search operation was launched.
Six decomposed bodies were re-

covered from the river, he said.
Later in the day; a team of doctors
performed the last rites at Bhitora
Ganga Ghat as per the Covid
guidelines, the SDM said.

The bodies could not be identi-
fied as they were highly decom-
posed, the SDM said, adding that
they appear to have come floating
from far-off places. Earlier this
month, at least 52 bodies were seen
floating at the Ujiyar, Kulhadia
and Bharauli ghats in Ballia's
Narahi area.

However, the district authori-
ties did not tell the exact number
of bodies found there.

According to a report more than
2,000 bodies were found floating
or buried in a 1,140 km stretch
along the river Ganga in Uttar
Pradesh.

Last week, a video of a coron-
avirus patient’s body being dumped
into ariver had emerged from Uttar
Pradesh’s Balrampur district. In the
video, two men can be seen lifting
abody on a bridge over river Rapti.
One of them, wearing personal
protective equipment, seemed to be
trying to open the body bag to
dump the corpse.

India’s oldest train turns 110

Mumbai, May 31: The oldest run-
ning long-distance train of the
Indian Railways, Punjab Mail, con-
necting Mumbai-Firozpur - origi-
nally linking Bombay with
Peshawar (now in Pakistan) - turns
110 Tuesday, Central Railway of-
ficials said here Monday.

To begin with, there were the
P&O steamers bringing in the
mail, and excited officers of the
British Raj along with their
spouses, coming to their first post-
ings in colonial India after a 13-
day long sea voyage from
Southampton to Mumbai Port.

Since the British officials held
acombined ticket both for the sea
voyage to Bombay and then on-
ward inland journey by train to
their place of postings, after dis-
embarking they would simply board

one of the trains from here bound
for Delhi, Calcutta or Madras.

The Punjab Limited used to run
on fixed mail days from Bombay to
Peshawar covering 2,496 kms in
around 47 hours along the Great
Indian Peninsular route, via Itarsi,
Agra, Delhi and Lahore.

Later, from 1914, the Punjab
Limited started originating and
terminating at the Bombay VT
Station, now Chhatrapati Shivaji
Maharaj Terminus Mumbaiand a
UNESCO World Heritage site.

The draft regulations prepared
by Unique Identification Authority
of India (UIDAI) stipulate that all

biometric authentication against ~

any such locked biometric records
shall fail with a "No" answer with
an appropriate response code. These
draft norms are in supersession
of the Aadhaar (Authentication)
Regulations, 2016.

There have been privacy con-
cerns with Aadhaar on identity
theft and illegal use of biometrics.

An Aadhaar number holder shall
be allowed to temporarily unlock his
biometrics for authentication, and
such temporary unlocking shall
not continue beyond the time period
specified by the Authority or till
completion of the authentication
transaction, whichever is earlier.

The Authority may make pro-
visions for Aadhaar number hold-
ers to remove such permanent
locks at any point in a secure man-
ner. Similarly, the Authority shall
enable an Aadhaar number holder
to lock his/her Aadhaar number
and unlock it when needed for au-
thentication. (2) All authentica-
tion requests using Aadhaar num-
ber against any such locked
Aadhaar number shall result with
a "No" answer with an appropri-
ate response code. (3) In case of a
locked Aadhaar, the Authority
will allow the resident to authen-
ticate using Virtual ID or other
means.

Pune, May 31: In arelief of sorts,
from May 5, India has apparently
halted exports of vaccines which
has erupted into a massive polit-
ical furore across the country, as
per an RTI reply released here
Monday.

In a response to the RTI query
filed by Pune-based activist Prafful
Sarda, the Ministry of External
Affairs (MEA) has provided de-
tails of the vaccines exported in dif-
ferent categories to 95 countries
till May 5.

To a question, the MEA has
also made it clear that in future,

supplies (export) would be un-
dertaken, "keeping in view the do-
mestic production and the re-
quirements of the national
vaccination programme".

"However, barring the basic ex-
port data, the government has kept
mum on many other related info but
critical aspects pertaining to the ex-
ports of such a huge quantity of
doses which deprived Indians in a
big way," Sarda said.

For instance, the Centre has said
it hasno record or documents if any
committee was formed by the gov-
ernment to decide on the vaccines
export, its members, the details
and minutes of the meetings if

any of such a committee.

"This is quite mysterious. Which
ministry has actually taken the
decision for the massive donations
or exports especially since at least
two key ministries — Health and
MEA - could be directly involved
in the process," Sarda pointed out.

The RTI reply has mentioned
in passing that the vaccines were
procured for the export purposes
- as Grant, contractual supplies
and under the Covax facility - as
per the authorization from the
Ministry of Health & Family
Welfare.

However, it throws no light on
who took the such a critical de-

cision when the country is reel-
ing under the massive second
wave of the Covid-19 pandemic,
said Sarda.

Asper the official data, the Centre
has given away a whopping 107.15
lakh vaccines free as 'Grant' to 47
countries, sold 357.92 lakh doses

at commercial rates to 26 nations,
and under the Covax programme
sold 198.63 lakh vaccines to an-
other 47 countries - totaling to a stag-
gering 663.70 lakh doses.

Till May 31 (today), India has
vaccinated a total of 21,31,54,129
people under various approved
categories, including those who
got their second dose.

Lankan authorities
begin probe in cargo
vessel fire accident

Colombo, May 31: Sri Lankan
authorities have begun the inves-
tigation into the fire on board a
Singapore-flagged cargo ship near
the Colombo beach on May 20 in the
country's worst-ever marine eco-
logical disaster, and said state-
ments would be recorded of one
Indian and two Russian officials on
duty in the vessel.

The cargo vessel - MV 'X-PRESS
PEARL'- was carrying a consign-
ment of chemicals and raw mate-
rials for cosmetics from Hazira in
Gujarat to Colombo Port May 20
when it caught fire some 9.5 nau-
tical miles away from the port of
Colombo.

The fire-fighting effort on May
21 was assisted by the Indian Coast
Guard vessels and an aircraft, in
addition to the Sri Lanka Navy
and Air Force.

Apart from the 325 metric tonnes
of fuel in its tanks, the vessel was
loaded with 1,486 containers car-
rying about 25 tonnes of hazardous
nitric acid.

‘Once-in-a-100-year’ rain, floods
continue to lash New Zealand

Wellington, May 31: Heavy rain
and floods that forecasters said
could be a “once-in-a-100-year”
event continued to lash New
Zealand's South Island Monday.
The heavy rain caused severe floods,
evacuations of more than 240
homes, power cuts and rising rivers,
reports Xinhua news agency.

Authorities declared a state of
emergency after some places re-
ceived as much as 40 centimeters
(16 inches) of rain over the week-
end and into Monday. Forecasters
warned of possible heavy rain
through Monday evening before
conditions improved.

The military helped evacuate
more than 50 people including sev-
eral overnight in an NH-90 military
helicopter.

One man was clinging to a tree
near the town of Darfield when
he jumped into floodwaters and
tried to swim to safety but was
swept away, the military said.

Helicopter crews scoured the
water for 30 minutes before finding
the man and plucking him to safety.
The military helicopter also rescued
an elderly couple from the roof of
their car.

UK in early stages of third
Covid wave, report finds

London, May 31: The UK is in
the early stages of a third wave of
Covid-19, a scientist advising the UK
government said, media reports
said Monday. The B1617 variant,
which was first detected in India
in October 2020, had fuelled “ex-
ponential growth” and is respon-
sible for at least three-quarters of
cases in the UK, Ravi Gupta, a pro-
fessor at the University of
Cambridge, was quoted as saying
by the BBC.

"Of course the number of cases
is relatively low at the moment -
all waves start with low numbers
of cases that grumble in the back-

ground and then become explo-
sive, so the key here is that what we
are seeing here is the signs of an
early wave," Gupta told BBC Radio
4's Today programme. However,
he said the number of people who
have been vaccinated in the UK
meant this wave would probably
take longer to emerge than the pre-

vious ones.

"There may be a false sense of se-
curity for some time, and that's
our concern," he noted, suggest-
ing that ending Covid restrictions
in the UK on June 21 should be
postponed.

It should be delayed "by a few
weeks while we gather more in-
telligence", said Gupta, a member
of the UK government's New and
Emerging Respiratory Virus
Threats Advisory Group (Nervtag).

The concern was echoed by other
experts who said that the B1617
variant could "pick up speed and
become a big problem" in the UK
as the country further eases lock-
down measures.

Russia to form 20 new
military units in west

Moscow, May 31: The Russian
military will form 20 new units in
the country’s west this year to
counter what it claims is a grow-
ing threat from NATO.

Defense Minister Sergei Shoigu
made the announcement Monday
at a meeting with top military of-
ficials. He pointed to a growing
number of flights by US strategic
bombers near Russia's borders, de-
ployments of NATO warships and
increasingly frequent and massive
drills by alliance forces.

He charged that such actions
“destroy the international secu-
rity system and force us to take

the relevant countermeasures."

“We will form another 20 units
and formations in the Western
Military District until the year's
end,” Shoigu said

He added the military units in
Western Russia have commis-
sioned about 2,000 new pieces of
weaponry this year. Last month,
a massive troop buildup in
Russia's south and southwest
near the Ukrainian border raised
concerns in Ukraine and the
West, which urged Moscow to
withdraw its forces.

Russia annexed Ukraine's
Crimean Peninsula in 2014 fol-
lowing the ouster of the country's
Moscow-friendly president.

Under Obama-Biden,
US spied on top
German leaders

Copenhagen, May 31: Under
President Barack Obama and then
Vice President Joe Biden’s ad-
ministration, the US was spying on
Germany's Chancellor Angela
Merkel from 2012 to 2014, using
Denmark's secret service.

The scandal was exposed by
Danish media, triggering a politi-
cal storm. This is the second time
since 2013, that the US has been
accused of spying on European
politicians and officials, especially
Germany.

However, this time the Danish ~
media has gained access tothere- -
ports which provide insights into
how the Defence Intelligence Service
(FE) of Denmark collaborated with
the US National Security Agency
(NSA) to collect intelligence and in-
formation on Germany, an ally of
the US.

According to the Danish media
reports, the spying operation was
targeted at Merkel, German
President -- and then Foreign
Minister - Frank-Walter Steinmeier
and the then opposition leader
Peer Steinbruck.

Code named as 'Operation
Dunhammer’, the US NSA, with
the help of Denmark's FE, tapped
into Danish internet cables to ac-
cess phone conversations and text
messages of several prominent
European politicians.

As a scholar who’s spent much
of my career studying laughter
and comedy, I often come across
surprising functions of humour. I've
studied Italian comedy and its re-
ception in 16th-century France,
the political consequences of laugh-
ter in the Wars of Religion, and
the historical antecedents to today's
main theories of humour.

Humour in ancient Rome

Our need to laugh in the face of
disaster is by no means new. In an-
cient Rome, gladiators would leave
humorous graffiti on barrack walls
before going to their deaths. The an-
cient Greeks also sought new ways
to laugh at deadly disease. And
during the Black Death pandemic

in 1348, the Ttalian Giovanni
Boccaccio wrote the Decameron, a
collection of often funny tales told
by storytellers isolating from the
plague.

The need to avoid offence with
humour is just as ancient. In 335

BCE, Aristotle adv1sed against
laughing at anything painful or
destructive. The Roman educator
Quintilian also outlined in 95 CE
the very fine line between ridere
(laughter) and deridere (derision).
It's still generally accepted a com-

mon position that humour should-
n't hurt, and this is particularly
true when the object of laughter is
already vulnerable.

When the boundary between
laughter and derision is respected,
comedy can play a key role in help-
ing us to recover from disaster,
providing benefits which explain
our tendency to seek humour in se-
rious situations, especially in terms
of enhancing our sense of physi-
cal and mental wellbeing.

How humour helps during crises

Laughter serves as a great work-
out (laughing 100 times burns as
many calories as 15 minutes on an
exercise bike), helping to relax our
muscles and promote circulation.
Combinations of exercise and
laughter — such as the increas-

ingly popular “laughter yoga” —
can also provide significant bene-
fits to patients with depression.

Laughter also decreases stress
hormones and increases endor-
phins. In tough times, when we
have thousands of thoughts a day,

a bout of giggling provides our
brains with respite we desperately
need.

In the same way, we seek hu-
mour in a crisis because it is dif-
ficult to feel scared and amused at
the same time, and most often, the
combination of these emotionsre- ¢
sult in feeling thrill and not terror.

Sigmund Freud explored this
in 1905 when revising the so-called
“relief theory”, suggesting that——
laughter feels good because it purges
our system of pent-up energy.

OECD raises growth forecasts on vax rollouts

Dubai, May 31: The global eco-
nomic outlook is improving as vac-
cine rollouts allow businesses to re-
sume operations and as the United
States pumps trillions of dollars into
the world's largest economy, the
OECD said Monday, nudging its
forecasts higher.

The global economy is set to
grow 5.8% this year and 4.4% next
year, the Organisation for Economic
Cooperation and Development
(OECD) said, raising its estimates
from 5.6% and 4.0% respectively in
its last forecasts released in March.

The global economy has now
returned to pre-pandemic activ-
ity levels, but has not yet achieved
the growth expected prior to the
global health crisis, the OECD said

in its latest Economic Outlook
publication.

"The world economy is currently
navigating towards the recovery,
with lots of frictions," OECD chief
economist Laurence Boone said
in an editorial to the Outlook.

"The risk that sufficient post-pan-
demic growth is not achieved or
widely shared is elevated," she
added.

While vaccination campaigns
were allowing advanced economies
to gradually reopen for business,
many emerging market economies
were being held back by slow vac-
cination deployment and new Covid-
19 outbreaks, the OECD said.

The OECD said central banks
in advanced economies should
keep financial conditions relaxed
and tolerate inflation overshoot-

ing their targets.

Eight core sectors’ output
skyrockets by 56 1% in Apr|I

New Delhi, May 31: The output
of eight core sectors jumped by
56.1 per cent in April mainly due
to a low base effect and uptick in
production of natural gas, refinery
products, steel, cement and elec-
tricity; official data released Monday
showed.

The eight infrastructure sectors
of coal, crude oil, natural gas, re-
finery products, fertilisers, steel, ce-
ment and electricity had contracted
by 37.9 per cent in April 2020 due
to lockdown restrictions imposed
to control the spread of coron-
avirus infection. In March this
year, the eight sectors had recorded
a growth rate of 11.4 per cent.

"This high growth rate in April
2021 is largely due to low Index
base in April 2020 consequent to the
low industrial production across all
sectors caused by nationwide lock-
down imposed to contain spread of
Covid-19 last year," the ministry
said in a statement.

According to the commerce and

Economic activities were se-
verely hit in the last financial year
due to the coronavirus pandemic
as well as subsequent lockdowns
and restrictions to curb the spread
of infections.

Releasing the revenue-expendi-
ture data of the Union government
for 2020-21, the Controller General
of Accounts (CGA) Monday said the
revenue deficit at the end of the last
fiscal was 7.42 per cent.

In absolute terms, the fiscal
deficit works out to be 318,21,461
crore (provisional).

As per the CGA data for fiscal
2020-21, the tax revenue collection
was 105.9 per cent of the Revised
Estimates (RE) presented in the
budget. The government received

16,89, 720 crore (105 50 per cent of
corresponding RE 2020-21 of total
receipts) during 2020-21. The amount
includes ¥14,24,035 crore of tax rev-
enue (net to Centre), 32,08,059 crore
of non-tax revenue and 357,626
crore of non-debt capital receipts.
Non-debt capital receipts consist of
recovery of loans and disinvest-
ment proceeds.

A total of 35,94,997 crore was
transferred to state governments
as devolution of share of taxes by
the Union government during 2020-
21, which is 55,680 crore lower
than the previous year.

Total expenditure incurred by the
central government was 235,11,181
crore (101.76 per cent of corre-
sponding RE 2020-21). Out of the
total amount, ¥30,86,360 crore was
on revenue account and 34,24,821
crore was on capital account.

Out of the total revenue expen-
diture, %6,82,079 crore was on ac-
count of interest payments and
36,89,545 crore was towards major
subsidies. For 2020-21, the govern-
ment had initially pegged the fis-
cal deficit at ¥7.96 lakh crore or 3.5
per cent of the GDP.

Close to 40 Australians, in-
cluding players, coaches, officials
and commentators were part of the
IPL bandwagon before the league
was halted May 4 after COVID-19
breached its bio-bubble.

“Once we get back together as
a group that (IPL) is something
we’ll obviously need to discuss,”
Hockley was quoted as saying by
‘ESPNCricinfo’.

“Our players returning from
the IPL have only today come out
of quarantine, so our first prior-
ity is to make sure they are re-
united with their families. We
have a tour to prepare for in the
West Indies,” he added.

Hockley said the players will re-
group at the National Cricket
Centre (in Brisbane) in a couple
of weeks before the West Indies
tour and that would be the time
to refocus.

Brazil to host Copa

Sao Paulo, May 31: Brazil will host
Copa America for the second con-
secutive time after Colombia and
Argentina were stripped of host-
ing rights for the tournament.

South American football body
CONMEBOL announced the deci-
sion Monday hours after it ruled out
Argentina amid an increase in
COVID-19 cases in the country.
Colombia was removed as co-host
May 20 as street protests against
president Ivan Duque rocked the
nation.

CONMEBOL said on Twitter
that the tournament is confirmed
to take place between June 13 and
July 10. Brazil is the defending
champion, winning the competition
in 2019 as hosts.

“The host cities and the fixtures
will be confirmed by CONMEBOL
within hours. The oldest interna-
tional tournament in the world

Vintage Roger makes winning return

Paris, May 31: Roger Federer,
Monday, has made a winning return
to Grand Slam tennis after 16
months away. Federer’s first match
at a major tournament since the
2020 Australian Open ended with
a6-2,6-4,6-3 victory over qualifier
Denis Istomin at the French Open.

Federer produced more than twice
as many winners as unforced er-
rors —48to 20 —and never faced a
break point while improving to 8-0
against Istomin over their careers.

The Swiss had two operations on
his right knee last year. He will
turn 40 in August. Federer won
the 2009 French Open for one of
his 20 Grand Slam titles. He shares
that men’s record with rival Rafa
Nadal.

Novak Djokovic says he is plan-
ning to play at the Tokyo Olympics
aslongaslocal fans are allowed in
stands. “As I heard, there’s going to
be some crowd, local crowd from
Japan only,” Djokovic told a news
conference at Roland Garros.

Djokovic competed at three
Olympic Games and won a bronze
medal in singles back in 2008 in
Beijing. “As I understand, 20%,
30% of the capacity. If they change
something, if there’s not going to
be any crowd, then I'll consider if
I want to go or not. Right now I
am planning to go, and I'm very ex-

cited about that.”

Bianca Andreescu, the 2019 US
Open champion, is out of the
French Open in the first round
after losing a 9-7 third set. The
sixth-seeded Andreescu’s second ap-
pearance in the main draw at
Roland Garros ended with a 6-7(1-
7), 7-6(7-2), 9-7 defeat against 85th-
ranked Tamara Zidansek of
Slovenia.

Andreescu withdrew before her
quarterfinal last week in Strasbourg
with an abdominal injury, Zidansek
had been 0-2 at the French Open.

At his fifth attempt, Daniil
Medvedev has finally won a match
at Roland Garros. The second-
seeded Russian, who lost in the
first round on each of his four pre-
vious appearances on the Parisian
red clay, claimed a maiden win at
the Grand Slam event by defeating
Alexander Bublik 6-3, 6-3, 7-5.

Medvedev has often struggled
on the slow surface —he has a 12-
20 record on clay — and much
prefers hard courts. He holds a
148-59 record on hard and has won
all his 10 titles on the fast surface.

During his on-court interview,
Medvedev told the crowd he feels
the balls used in Paris suit his
game really well. A two-time Grand
slam runner-up, Medvedev is bid-
ding to become the third Russian
man to win a major after Yevgeny
Kafelnikov and Marat Safin.

More than 460,000 people have
died of COVID-19 in Brazil, with
many analysts expecting another
wave of the disease to hit the coun-
try by late June. Many hospitals
have more than 80 per cent of their
intensive-care unit occupied by
victims of the virus.

Bolsonaro has challenged social
distancing restrictions and called
for a return to normal life despite
a slow vaccine rollout. His han-
dling of the pandemic response is
under investigation by a Brazilian
senate inquiry.

Argentina is facing a surge of
coronavirus infections, with strict
lockdown measures imposed last
weekend amid a seven-day av-
erage of 35,000 cases and 500
deaths. More than 77,000 people
have died in the country due to
the disease, as the virus contin-
ues to spread.

The 2020 version of Copa
America was to introduce a new for-
mat with five teams based in each
of the co-hosts, Colombia and
Argentina. Group A features
Argentina, Bolivia, Chile, Paraguay
and Uruguay while Group B in-
cludes Brazil, Colombia, Ecuador,
Peru and Venezuela.

The four best teams in each
group were to advance to the knock-
out stage, and the final was origi-
nally set to be played in Colombia’s
Barranquilla. It would have been
the first Copa America hosted by
two countries.

Qatar, the 2022 World Cup hosts,
and Australia, which were to take
part as guests, decided in February
to withdraw due to the coronavirus
pandemic.
