Bhubaneswar, July 18:
Expressing concern over mis-

In case of refund, the princi-
pal amount of the advance will
be deposited in the concerned
head of accounts, it said.

The government had brought
the policy with a targeted adop-
tion of 20 per cent EVs by the end
of 2025 as a measure to reduce
vehicular pollution.

However, it was found that
only 4.48 per cent of EVs have
been registered by the end of
2022 which is not satisfactory
as compared to the policy ob-
jective. Therefore, the govern-
ment had enhanced the subsidy
amount in April this year.

Now, the government is pro-
viding a subsidy of Rs 5,000 per
kilo Watt hour (kWh) for regis-
tration of EVs in Odisha. The
maximum subsidy of Rs 20,000
is being provided on purchase of
battery-powered two-wheelers.

Similarly; a subsidy of Rs 30,000
is being provided for three-wheel-
ers. This apart, the government
is also providing a subsidy of
Rs 10,000 per kWh for four-wheel-
ers with a ceiling of Rs 1.51akh.

The vehicles purchased on or
after September 1, 2021 are eligible
for the subsidy. As per the policy,
the provision of subsidy would
continue till December 2025.

Restro-bars tinker with .
menu, dupe customers

latched on to the idea of ‘Happy
Hours’ (HH), a recent market-
ing strategy during which a
restaurant or bar offers serv-
ices at reduced prices. However,
afew restro-bars are duping cus-
tomers taking advantage of the
rush.

According to sources, items
like appetisers are also often
served during HH at discounted
prices. This is a method adopted
by bars and restaurants to boost
sales before or after peak busi-
ness hours.

However, some unscrupulous
businessmen have been deceiv-
ing customers. “I had been to
such arestro-bar in Patia today
(Tuesday) and I noticed the way
they deceived me with different
menu cards which had con-
trasting prices. The price of the
veg peri-peri pizza that I ordered
from the older menu was 370
less than what was mentioned in

the bill. Upon asking the waiter
to bring the menu, he gave me dif-
ferent menu that looked simi-
lar but the arrangement of the
pages in the menu book was dif-
ferent which was distinguish-
able. The waiter was reluctant to
admit throughout,” said
Mandeera, (name changed) a
concerned customer.

Mandeera also confided about
another disagreement of a waiter
in the same place with a lawyer,
the heated argument was about
hefty service charges which were
applied during billing. The lawyer
confronted them saying that he
will file a case regarding the
misinformation.

ANTI-CANCER PROPERTIES OF MANNOSE FOUND

sugar that is crucial to
Amany physiological

processes in humans, but
lethal to honeybees, can help in-
hibit the growth of cancer cells,
according to a study.

The findings, published in
the journal eLife, suggest that
mannose, a natural sugar that
occurs in microbes, plants and
animals, could be a helpful
secondary treatment for
cancer.

Mannose is a sugar that the
body adds to proteins to stabilise
their structure and help them in-
teract with other molecules.

This process, called glycosy-
lation, is essential for life; and
malfunctions in glycosylation
are associated with rare, but
often life-threatening, human
diseases.

Free mannose is also found
in small amounts in many fruits
such as oranges, apples and
peaches and in mammalian
plasma at 50-100 micrometre.

“This sugar could give can-
cer an extra punch alongside
other treatments. And because
mannose is found throughout
the body naturally, it could im-
prove cancer treatment without
any undesirable side effects,”
said Hudson Freeze, director of
the Human Genetics Programme
at Sanford Burnham Prebys in
the US.

“Until now, the most promis-
ing therapeutic use for mannose
was to treat congenital disor-
ders of glycosylation, diseases
that can cause a wide range of se-
vere symptoms throughout the
body. But we believe that there

may be ways to leverage mannose

against cancer and other dis-

eases as well,” Freeze said.
Mannose has already been

shown to inhibit the growth of
several types of cancer in the
lab, but scientists do not fully
understand why this happens.

To learn more, the research
team turned their attention to an
unusual property of mannose
observed in an unlikely subject
-- honeybees.

“It's been known for more than
a century that mannose is lethal
to honeybees because they can't
process it like humans do - it's
known as ‘honeybee syndrome’,”
Freeze said.

“We wanted to see if there is
any relationship between hon-
eybee syndrome and the anti-
cancer properties of mannose,
which could lead to an entirely
new approach to combat cancer.”

Using genetically engineered
human cancer cells from fi-
brosarcoma —arare cancer that
affects connective tissue - the
research team re-created hon-
eybee syndrome and discovered

that without the enzyme needed
to metabolise mannose, cells
replicate slowly and are signif-
icantly more vulnerable to
chemotherapy.

“We found that triggering hon-
eybee syndrome in these can-
cer cells made them unable to
synthesise the building blocks of
DNA and replicate normally,”
Freeze said.

“This helps explain the anti-
cancer effects of mannose that
we've observed in the lab.”

While leveraging honeybee syn- -
drome could be a promising sup-
plemental cancer treatment, there- ¢
searchers caution that because
the effect is dependent on vital
metabolic processes, more re-
search is needed to determine——
which types of cancer would be
most vulnerable to mannose. ians

According to the police, they
target colonies close to roads,
newly developed, less lighted
areas and choose footpaths to
reach their target houses. They
use big size screw drivers, sly
wrenches, specially designed
house breaking instruments
made of iron for breaking of
door locks, window grills and
effect their entry into the resi-
dential houses in the late hour
of the night after lam

The gang usually breaks the
cupboards, almirahs, boxes and
robs gold ornaments, cash and
other valuables. They also keep
the inmates of the house sleep-
ing in the rooms confined by
locking/bolting the doors from
outside.

After crime they decamp by
changing their dress and avail-
ing vehicles plying on the road
and pretending to be labourers.
Deliberately they never bring
mobile phones to the place of
crime to avoid leaving a digital
footprint, the police said.

They dispose of stolen arti-
cles to different persons, shop-
keepers, and jewelry shops for
their gain. The arrested persons
are native of Rajasthan, Madhya
Pradesh, Maharashtra,
Chhattisgarh and Jharkhand.

Bhubaneswar, July 18: Ahead

Bhubaneswar, July 18: With in-
cidences of man-elephant conflict
on the rise, the state govern-
ment plans to adopt a multi-
pronged strategy including tag-
ging radio collars on elephants.
This was revealed by Principal
Chief Conservator of Forests
(Wildlife) SK Popli here. He said
the radio collars will be fitted in
elephants under the state’s
‘Gajabandhu’ programme.
Noting that the state's forest de-
partment has signed an agree-
ment with the Asian Nature
Conservation Foundation of
Bengaluru-based Institute of
Physics for radio collar scheme,
he said three elephants will be
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tagged with radio collar on a
pilot basis. He said the radio col-
lar scheme is already imple-
mented in some states like
Karnataka and Tamil Nadu. The
movement of elephants can be de-
tected from the signals of the
radio collar fitted in the jumbos.

“It will help the forest offi-
cials to take immediate steps to

\\\_.-:

prevent the elephant herd from
straying into human habitation.
If the pilot project is success-
ful, it will be extended to the en-
tire state,” Popli said.

He said an early warning sys-
tem will also be in place to cau-
tion people about the movement
of elephants in their areas. There
will be red light and siren to in-

form people about the presence
of elephants in the human habi-
tation area, he said.

Under the Gajabandhu pro-
gramme, five people from each
village will be appointed as vol-
unteers who will inform the for-
est department about the ele-
phant movements. So far 1,200
villages have been brought under
the Gajabandhu programme and
another 2,000 villages will be
added to the list soon, he said.

The state government has also
decided to set up solar power
fences in Bantal of Angul district
which has been identified as
most prone to man-elephant con-
flict. Already 43 villages have
been identified for the purpose,
Popli said.

Understanding time key to race against climate change

oliticians and environ-

ental organisations

have invested millions

trying to influence peo-

ple’s behaviour and tackle the cli-

mate crisis. But it’s not work-

ing. No G20 country is on track
to meet their climate goals.

So instead, researchers are
turning their attention to the
link between people’s percep-
tion of time and the action they
take on climate change.

One of the main areas re-
searchers are exploring is how
people interpret the vast time
scales needed to comprehend
climate change.

People represent their life ex-
periences on a mental timeline
of past, present and future. But
that timeline is not as straight
as you might think. The nature
of an event can influence how
close or far into the past or future
someone perceives it to be.

Traumatic past events can

seem nearer in time, or more
present, than neutral events.
However, people seem to take
the threat of negative events
they anticipate in the distant
future less seriously and per-
ceive them as less risky com-
pared to events closer to the
present.

It’s happening in your back
yard

People who have suffered di-
rectly from climate change
through floods, fires and extreme
heat, often perceive the climate
crisis as part of their present.
However, people whose lives are
just beginning to be touched by
climate change perceive the time
distance to be large. The crisis
is still in their future.

This doesn’t mean people won't
act unless their homes are dev-
astated by extreme weather. But
now-focused communication
strategies that are highly lo-
calised may encourage more

However,

people to act. We should be tai-
loring adverts to show how cli-
mate change is affecting people
in their city, their local beauty
spots, and how this is happening
right now.

Warping our sense of time

Clocks and calendars are sys-
tems to measure, record and
manage time, which makes time
seem like an objective concept.

But research shows our experi-
ence of time is subjective, like our
mental timeline.

It typically passes quickly
when we are busy, happy and
engaged, and slowly when we
are sad, bored and isolated. This
means we may be more percep-
tive to climate messaging de-
pending on our mood and what’s
going on in our lives.

Researchers are trying to un-
derstand whether apocalyptic
talk sparks action or nihilism. It’s
worth considering whether peo-
ple would be more engaged in cli-
mate action if we framed the
present as the bottom of a cycle
that, with the right interven-
tion, can set humanity on a new
upward swing, rather than a
march toward Armageddon.

Context is everything

Culture also influences how
people perceive time. Close your
eyes and imagine a mental time-
line of past, present and future.
Is the past on the left or the right?

If you grew up in a left-right
reading and writing household,
chances are the past is on the left
and the future is on the right. If
you grew up in a right-left read-
ing and writing household the
past will be on the right and the
future on the left.

Metaphors for time, such as
“keep moving forwards”, are

not universal, which means you
can’t create a global public mes-
saging system.

Time feels different depending
on who you are, where you come
from and what you happen to
be doing. While many people
are motivated to engage in en-
vironmentally friendly behav-
iour, we need to frame time in a
more informed and nuanced
way if we want more people to
change.

Time is precious

Time is scarce. Digital tech-
nology is speeding up the pace
of life for many people and “hus-
tle-culture” means some groups
view busyness as an indicator of
success. The solution may be a
societal change. This may mean
a switch from productivity driven
models of time, in which “time
ismoney” and free time is rare,
to a softer relationship with time
to open up space in our schedules.

The school management com-
mittee, student council and the
previous headmaster had in-
formed higher authorities, district
administration, and DEO (District
Education Officer) about the
paucity of teachers.

However,
two of them did not join.

Sources said that among the
two others appointed, one teacher
comes to the school only thrice
a week while the other is pres-
ent on six days. As a result the
228 students at the school suf-
fer. Parents of the students have
warned of agitation unless teach-
ers are appointed immediately,
the source said.

NATO Letdown

e great political irony of the war between Ukraine and Russia
l i

m

is that Ukraine’s hope for getting membership of NATO, which

ostensibly caused the Russian invasion, has turned out to be il-
lusory, a mirage. The cruellest part of Ukraine’s desperate attempt to
be brought under the security umbrella of NATO is that Finland has
got the membership and Sweden is all set to be inducted into the mil-
itary alliance. All this happened when NATO is doing much better now
thanks to the “electroshock” administered by the invasion of Ukraine
as famously put by French President Emmanuel Macron. Four years
ago, Macron had declared NATO “brain dead.”

This perhaps explains the picture of a sombre-faced Ukraine President
Volodymyr Zelenskyy taken at the recent summit of NATO in Vilnius,
Lithuania. It went viral as his facial expression was interpreted as a
reflection of his frustration over not getting the membership for which
his country has already been forced to pay too heavy a price in the form
of loss of lives, land, displacement of thousands of people and de-
struction of homes and infrastructure by the Russian war machine.

UKkraine’s cause is in a way betrayed by NATO as the latter has now
grown from 30 to 31 members and one more is to be added soon.
Finland’s membership has now been activated and Sweden’s mem-
bership is on track following a last-minute U-turn by Turkish President
Recep Tayyip Erdogan. The inclusion of the two new members means
NATO will be enriched with strong defence forces as the geographical
location of the two countries will enable it to reign over the Baltic Sea.

Erdogan is astute enough to withdraw his objection which had re-
sulted in blocking the delivery of American F-16s which Turkey des-
perately needs. He also wants to curry favour with the West for investment
to revive his ailing economy. He has perhaps been emboldened by the
revolt of Prigozhin against his mentor, Putin, to brush aside Russian
objections to his decision on the new NATO members.

But, Ukraine is in a pitiable position even as the prospect of fixing
a concrete timetable for membership afterwards looks bleak. The US,
which calls the shots in NATO by paying two-thirds of its expenditure,
has made it clear it regards membership for Ukraine as a distant pos-
sibility. The US, it seems, is in no mood to incur the wrath of Russia
by giving its nod for granting NATO membership to Ukraine which would
mean direct confrontation with the Russian President Vladimir Putin.

The utterances of British defence secretary, Ben Wallace and the US
national security adviser, Jake Sullivan are by no means flattering for
Ukraine. They reminded the latter of the need for “gratitude” for all
that the West has done so far for it, providing it with weapons and aid
to frustrate Russia’s design to occupy the country. That was the unkindest
cut of all as it is Ukraine which is paying the heavy human cost of war
every day.

Kyiv finds itself in a trap. It calculated the possibility that it would
be inducted into NATO which would forestall attempts by Russia to forcibly
f occupy the country. But, Putin used it as an alibi for the invasion. To
the woes of Ukraine, NATO leadership has virtually ruled out its in-
clusion into the alliance in the near future. It now has no option but
to wait for the day when the allies agree and when the conditions are
right.

Zelenskyy is left in the lurch. He has to defend his country against
Russia’s might with whatever help he gets in the form of weaponry from
the West and nothing more. By denying Ukraine NATO membership
a historic opportunity seems to have been missed.

India too has a lesson to learn from the Ukraine experience. The man-
ner in which the West promoted Ukraine and initially tried to build
Zelenskyy as a global hero should draw attention from the Indian
Establishment. The style in which Prime Minister Modi was feted in
Western capitals such as Washington DC and Paris recently had sim-
ilarities to Zelenskyy in early 2022. This should be of special interest
to Indians. Undoubtedly, the lingering war in Ukraine has destroyed
most of its infrastructure and killed hundreds of thousands of people
while it has successfully weakened the Russian military edifice. The
/ way international politics and economy are moving, indications are
that China will be the next target of the West. The world knows that
countries like South Korea, Taiwan, Japan, Philippines and a few oth-
ers would be no match against China. The requirement of foot soldiers
in Europe was met by Ukraine. Similarly, the requirement of manpower
in aland battle against China in Asia can only be fulfilled by India. The
West would prefer a long term India-China conflict where the US and
countries like the UK and France can sell their military hardware
and yet not get into any direct armed conflict with the Red Dragon. Once
India takes on the brunt of the Chinese war machine, allies of the US
such as Taiwan and South Korea could remain neutral and passive and
thereby saved from destruction. Sometimes, more often than not, ex-
treme bravado and conceit of a leader may result in the country get-
ting decimated.

he maieutic method is Socratic: a person is engaged in a dialogue by a

questioner until frustration caused by challenges to his ideas leads him
to dissatisfaction with his settled convictions and makes him refine his
views. The idea behind the method is that the truth is already latent in every
human being but that it has to be teased out and brought to the conscious
mind. In practice, the questioner knows the answers already and leads the
dialogue by supplying clues to allow the other person to work them out. The
word is from Greek maieuesthai, to act as a midwife, from maia, a midwife.
Socrates compared himself to a philosophical midwife, who through his
questioning could induce the delivery of superior understanding in the other
person, because the knowledge was already present in that person’s mind.
Though the word is first recorded in the seventeenth century, it has become
more common in modern times, especially in discussions of philosophy,
education and psychotherapy. However, it’s not widely known outside such
specialist fields. The challenger then exercises a Socratic or maieutic
function, drawing out an argument from the proponent as she recognizes
that his case presented so far needs further development to constitute a
cogent argument or the strongest argument possible (Argument Structure:
Representation and Theory, by James B Freeman, 2011).

on June 29. But notwithstand-
ing the contrived show of unity;
it will not have been lost on
Chinese President Xi Jinping
that Prigozhin’s highly public
mutiny last month has pro-
foundly weakened the Russian
leadership. With Ukraine on a
counteroffensive and Russia’s
battlefield losses mounting, Xi’s
“no limits” partnership with
Putin is quickly morphing into
a military liability for China.
Of course, China insists that
the Wagner Group’s abortive
putsch did not threaten its own
cooperation with the Kremlin.
Just hours after Prigozhin halted
his march on Moscow, the
Communist Party of China is-
sued a statement dismissing
the revolt as an internal matter.
Inside China, news of
Prigozhin’s uprising has been
sparse, because censors have
sanitised Chinese social media
of any hint that Putin may have
been taken down a peg. State
media have duly reiterated the
regime’s support for Russia,
portrayed the Western reaction
as overblown, and declared
Putin’s position to be secure.
It is understandable that Xi
would maintain this facade,
given how often he has waxed
rhapsodic about China’s ties
with Russia and his personal
relationship with Putin. The
two men have met some 40 times
over the past decade, repeat-
edly avowing a shared world-
view. Putin launched his inva-
sion of Ukraine shortly after
Xihad announced their “no lim-
its” partnership, and handshake
photos during Xi’s visit to
Moscow in March - three days
after the International Criminal
Court indicted Putin for war
crimes and issued a warrant
for his arrest — conveyed that
their bond remained strong.
In the multipolar world that
China touts, Russia remains
key to constraining the United
States and its allies. The “com-
prehensive strategic partner-
ship” that Xi and Putin an-
nounced in March encompasses

everything from cooperation
on “de-dollarization” to pursu-
ing parallel policies in Iran,
Syria, and Africa - where
China’s investments and rising
profile complement Russia’s
growing military and political
presence. Notwithstanding the
consequences of Russian ag-
gression in Ukraine, Xi has em-
phasised that China’s strategy
vis-a-vis Russia “will not be
changed by any turn of events

.. o matter how the interna-
tional landscape may change.”

Xi also is ever mindful of
maintaining stability at home.
The last thing China’s economy
- already facing intensifying
headwinds - needs is rocky re-
lations with Russia. Faltering in-
dustrial output, weak consumer
demand, and flagging exports are
all hampering China’s post-
COVID recovery. Although
Russia accounts for only 3% of
China’s total trade, bilateral
trade grew 30% in 2022, and has
already grown another 41% as
of May. China is buying Russian
oil and gas at a deep discount,
and its exports are helping
Russia sustain the war and keep
its economy afloat.

Moreover, Xi is deeply in-
vested in Sino-Russian military
cooperation. On his watch, de-
fence relations accelerated fol-
lowing Russia’s 2014 annexa-
tion of Crimea and incursions
into eastern Ukraine, despite
the sanctions that followed.
While bilateral defence coop-
eration may have plateaued
since 2020, China is still bene-
fiting from access to Russian

advanced weapons, military ex-
changes, joint exercises, and
high-tech air, naval, and early-
warning systems.

But as important as such tan-
gible returns may be, China
cannot ignore the growing in-
tangible liabilities associated
with its ties to Russia. After 16
months of battlefield failures,
the Russian armed forces have
lost 50% of their combat effec-
tiveness, Britain’s military com-
mander estimates, with the
United States putting the num-
ber of Russian casualties at
more than 100,000 just since
December. It is safe to assume
that China’s own generals are
both stunned and disappointed
by these results. The last war
China fought was almost a half-
century ago, against Vietnam.
Any hope that it had of drawing
fresh insights from a winning
Russian playbook in Ukraine
has now been dashed.

The factors behind Putin’s
failures should trouble Xi per-
sonally. Consider Russia’s com-
peting chains of command and
constant reshuffling of gener-
als in Ukraine. China’s mili-
tary brass will be wondering
what to expect in any East Asian
conflict that calls for joint op-
erations with Russia.

Even without the Kremlin’s
incompetence and confusion,
the US government-funded
Center for Naval Analyses con-
cludes that Russia and China
have a long way to go in creat-
ing an effective military part-
nership. As matters stand, “The
episodic establishment of joint

operation centers and the oc-
casional use of each other's mil-
itary facilities remain the only
cases of advanced military
cooperation.”

Even more important for Xi,
Russia’s muddled decision-mak-
ing is not confined to the battle-
field. As Carnegie Endowment’s
Mikhail Komin suggests, the mil-
itary’s tepid response to
Prigozhin’s putsch raises basic
questions about its loyalties. Xi is
already familiar with this prob-
lem. Aspart of his sweeping anti-
corruption campaign in the 2010s,
he oversaw a highly publicised
purge of the Chinese military to
root out competitors and critics.
One wonders what was going
through his mind as the Wagner
Group marched on Moscow while
Russia’s armed forces did nothing.

China doubtless has its own
view about Prigozhin and the
specific Russian military lead-
ers whom he sought to chal-
lenge — namely Minister of
Defence Sergei Shoigu and
General Staff Chief Valery
Gerasimov. But these are only
a few of the many players in
the Kremlin’s internecine strug-
gle for position and privilege.

Others include Shoigu and
Gerasimov’s respective prede-
cessors, Anatoly Serdyukov and
Nikolai Makarov. A decade ago,
Komin reminds us, they led a re-
form programme to revamp the
military, ultimately discharg-
ing some 80% of the Russian
Army’s colonels and 70% of its
majors. That house cleaning
opened the doors for new officers
who are not beholden to today’s
incumbents.

Likewise, it remains to be
seen whether the questionable
integrity of Russia’s chain of
command will fundamentally
change Xi’s strategic calculus or
global designs. The fact that
Russian security services re-
portedly have detained at least
13 senior military officers and
suspended or fired 15 others fol-
lowing Prigozhin’s revolt can
only be troubling for Beijing.
For now, however, it would ap-
pear that Xi cannot do without
even a weakened and
humiliated Putin.

The river breached embank-
ments and penetrated deeper
into the city than it has in over
four decades.

Friday marked a turning point
as the raging Yamuna and the re-
sulting backflow of foul-smelling
water from drains spilled into
prominent locations such as the
Supreme Court, Raj Ghat, and the
bustling intersection at ITO.

Prior to the misery on Friday,
the river water had already
reached the rear ramparts of
the Red Fort and inundated one
of the city's major bus termi-
nals at Kashmere Gate.

The Ring Road, constructed
partially over floodplains, re-
mained closed for three consec-
utive days near Kashmere Gate
last week.

The water level of the Yamuna
in Delhi followed a downward
trend Tuesday morning after a
slight increase Monday due to
rains in catchment areas up-
stream of the national capital.

However, it is still flowing over
the danger mark of 205.33 metres.

High Court has expressed strong
displeasure over physical ap-
pearance of prisoners in courts.

Referring to the recent
Bharatpur shoot-out case, a di-
vision bench of Chief Justice
A.G. Masih made a verbal re-
mark that when the court has
said that physical examination
of prisoners should be done only
in special circumstances, then
why was the prisoner being taken
by bus to Bharatpur for exami-
nation?.

Hauling up the government,
the court said, "The prisoner
was murdered on the bus. During
this, not only was the safety of
the common people threatened,
but along with the loss of time
of thejail guards, the roadways
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were also damaged. "

It sought to know the names
of thejails which lack the video
conferencing facility and the
reasons for it.

Further, the court has also
asked the government to pres-
ent the compliance report on
45 given points. The court gave
the instructions while hear-
ing the case of suo motu cog-
nizance related to the arrange-
ments in the jail.

During the hearing, nyay mitra
Prateek Kasliwal had told the
court that the state government
was not serious about following
the court orders. Despite the
court's direction to make the
prisoners appear through the
VC, the prisoner was taken by bus
and during which he was killed.

Portal launched to help 10 cr
Sahara depositors get refund

New Delhi, July 18: The Centre
Tuesday started the process to re-
fund Rs 5,000 crore of deposi-
tors whose funds are struck in
four cooperative societies of
Sahara Group, a move that is
likely to help crores of small in-
vestors awaiting return of their
hard-earned savings.

On March 29, the government
had said money will be returned
to 10 crore investors of the four
cooperative societies within 9
months. The announcement fol-
lowed a Supreme Court order
directing transfer of Rs 5,000
crore from Sahara-Sebi refund
account to the Central Registrar
of Cooperative Societies (CRCS).

Launching a 'CRCS-Sahara
Refund Portal' to facilitate the re-
fund, Cooperation Minister Amit
Shah said: "The process of re-
turning the amount of Rs 5,000
crore to the investors is start-
ing today in a transparent man-
ner on a trial basis. This is be-
ginning of refund of monies to
the depositors (of Sahara
Group)".

Helpless in face of nature’s fury, but warriors at heart

Shimla, July 18: They are help-
less in the face of nature’s fury,
but true warriors to save the life
of others.

Scores of government func-
tionaries are on toes and risking
their lives for over a week now
to bring back the deluge-bat-
tered Himachal Pradesh to nor-
malcy.

US soldier held by NK

Seoul, July 18: An American
soldier crossed the heavily
armed border from South Korea
into North Korea “willfully and
without authorisation,” US of-
ficials said Tuesday, becoming
the first American detained in
the North in nearly five years
amid heightened tensions over
its nuclear programme.

The American-led UN
Command overseeing the area
tweeted earlier Tuesday that the
detained US citizen was on a
tour of the Korean border village
of Panmunjom. The US mili-
tary in South Korea said in a
statement that he “willfully and
without authorisation” crossed
the military demarcation line
into North Korea.

Cases of Americans or South
Koreans defecting to North Korea
are rare, though more than 30,000
North Koreans have fled to South
Korea to avoid political oppres-
sion and economic difficulties
since the end of the 1950-53
Korean War.

Panmunjom, located inside
the 248-kilometre-long
Demilitarised Zone, has been
jointly overseen by the UN
Command and North Korea since
its creation at the close of the
Korean War.

Bloodshed and gunfire have
occasionally occurred there, but
it has also been a venue for nu-
merous talks and is a popular
tourist spot.

Russia strikes
Ukraine grain port

Kyiv, July 18: Russia struck
Ukrainian ports Tuesday, a day
after pulling out of a UN-backed
deal to let Kyiv export grain,
and Moscow claimed gains on the
ground in an area where
Ukrainian officials said Russian
forces were going back on the of-
fensive.

Russia said it hit fuel storage
in Odesa and a plant making
seaborne drones there, as part of
“mass revenge strikes” in re-
taliation for attacks by Ukraine
that knocked out its road bridge
to the occupied Crimean
Peninsula.

Shortly after the bridge was hit
Monday, Moscow withdrew from
a year-old UN-brokered grain
export deal, a move the United
Nations said risked creating
hunger around the world.

Falling debris and blast waves
damaged several homes and un-
specified port infrastructure in
one of Ukraine’s main ports,
Odesa, according to Ukraine’s
southern operational military
command. Local authorities in
MyKkolaiv, another port, described
a serious fire there.

The Russian attacks on ports
provide “further proof that the
country-terrorist wants to en-
danger the lives of 400 million
people in various countries that
depend on Ukrainian food ex-
ports”, said Andriy Yermak, the
head of Ukraine’s presidential
staff. Ukraine’s air force said
six Kalibr missiles and 31 out
of 36 drones were shot down.
Moscow, for its part, said it had
foiled a Ukrainian drone strike
on Crimea, with no major dam-
age on the ground, and reopened
a single lane of road traffic on
the Crimea bridge.

Trump made the claim in a
post on his Truth Social plat-
form, saying he received the tar-
get letter while with his family
Sunday night. Such a letter can
precede an indictment and is
used to advise individuals that
prosecutors have evidence
linking them to a crime; Trump
received one ahead of being
charged last month in a
separate investigation into the
mishandling of classified
documents.

A spokesman for special
counsel Jack Smith, whose
office is leading the investi-
gation, declined to comment.

Smith's team has cast a broad
net in its investigation into
attempts by Trump and his al-
lies to block the legitimate
transfer of power to Democrat
Joe Biden in the days leading
up to the January 6 riot at the
US Capitol, when Trump loy-
alists stormed the building in
a bid to disrupt the certifica-
tion of electoral votes in
Congress.

Mumbai, July 18: Withdrawal
of Rs 2,000 notes by Reserve
Bank May 19 and the subsequent
near total return of the cur-
rency to the system has buoyed
deposit accretion to a six-year
high of Rs 191.6 lakh crore in
June, according to a report.

Earlier this month, the RBI
said more than three-fourths of
the total 3.62 lakh crore of Rs 2,000
bank notes have come back to the
system by way of deposits (over
85 per cent) and the rest as note
exchanges.

According to Sanjay Agarwal,
a senior director with Care
Ratings, deposits witnessed a
healthy on-year growth of 13
per cent to Rs 191.6 lakh crore,
which is the highest in the past
six years (since March 2017) in
the fortnight ending June 30,
partly supported by the with-
drawal of the Rs 2,000 currency
notes and higher interest rates
on deposits.

Deposits rose 13 per cent in the
reporting fortnight and se-
quentially, it expanded by 3.2
per cent to Rs 191.61akh crore and
in absolute terms, deposits rose
by Rs 22 1akh crore in the trail-
ing 12-month period when it had
stood at Rs 185.7 lakh crore.

As a result, the spread be-
tween credit and deposits growth
dropped to 326 basis points in
the reporting fortnight as against
875 bps in November 2022, which
was the largest. This can be at-
tributed to a rise in deposits in

the last two to three fortnights.

This has had the short-term
weighted average call rate
(WACR) rising to 5.94 per cent as
of June 30 from 4.3 per cent as
of July 31,2022, primarily due to
the elevated policy rates. The
WACR had peaked at 6.69 per
cent as of May 4, 2023.

Meanwhile, credit offtake con-
tinued to remain elevated at 16.2
per cent on-year to reach Rs 143.9
lakh crore for the reporting fort-
night ending June 30 driven by
personal loans, NBFCs and agri-
culture & allied activities. In the
same period last year, credit
pickup was 14.5 per cent.

The outlook for credit demand
continues to be positive due to
rise in capital expenditure on
the back of the production linked
incentive scheme, and retail
credit push. However, it is still
expected to moderate from 15
per cent in FY23 to 13-13.5 per cent
in FY24.

‘Energy transition to become
a $23trn market by 2030’

New Delhi, July 18: The global
energy transition -- the shift
from fossil-based fuels such as oil
and coal to renewable sources like
wind and solar - is estimated to
become a USD 23-trillion market
by 2030, US Energy Secretary
Jennifer Granholm said Tuesday
as American companies seek
closer ties with Indian firms to
tap this opportunity.

Speaking at the ministerial
meeting of the US-India Strategic
Clean Energy Partnership
(SCEP) here, she said the US
will have to add 2,000 gigawatts
of clean energy to its electric
grid by 2035 to meet the goal of
using 100 per cent electricity
from clean sources.

“So that means we have to do
everything, everywhere, all at
once. And so in order to do that,
we have to partner and we've
got to learn from those who are
doing it well and can scale (up)
really well,” she said.

India has announced aims to
reach net zero emissions by 2070
and to meet 50 per cent of its
electricity requirements from
renewable energy sources by
2030. It is targeting installing
500 gigawatts (GW) of renew-

able energy capacity, reducing the
emissions intensity of its econ-
omy by 45 per cent, and cutting
a billion tonnes of CO2.

These common goals provide
scope for cooperation, which led
to the setting up of the SCEP.

“We say, in the United States,
this transformation, this tran-
sition, this explosion of clean
energy is private sector-led gov-
ernment enabled,” she said. “And
so it is very important that we
hear from you who are doing it.”

A “USD 23 trillion global mar-
ket awaits us in terms by 2030.
So there is a huge economic op-
portunity. And obviously, we
cannot walk outside without re-
alizing that we all share a home
and our shared home requires us
to help from all.”

Speaking at the meeting, Oil
Minister Hardeep Singh Puri
said New Delhi greatly values
this bilateral clean energy, strate-
gic green energy partnership.

EU’s foreign subsidies regulation
may hit India’s exports: Report

New Delhi, July 18: The Foreign
Subsidies Regulation (FSR) of
the European Union (EU) is
likely to hit India’s exports from
sectors such as smartphones
and information technology-re-
lated services to that region, a re-
port by think tank GTRI said
Tuesday.

The EU has introduced this
regulation which came into ef-
fect on July 12.

The Global Trade Research
Initiative (GTRI) report said that
the FSR covers financial con-
tributions from non-EU gov-
ernments to companies operat-
ing in/exporting to the EU
market. These contributions in-
clude direct grants, interest-free
or low-interest loans, tax in-
centives, state-funded research
and development, provision of
goods or services at below-mar-
ket prices, and provision of land
or buildings at below-market
prices.

However, the FSR does not
apply to financial contributions
provided by international or-
ganisations like World Bank and
the IME.

“India may be one of the first
countries to be hit by FSR. India
is currently negotiating a Free
Trade Agreement (FTA) with
the EU. Indian negotiators must
ensure not to agree to any FTA
text that prohibits India from
taking action against FSR,” the
report said. India exported goods
worth over USD 74.8 billion to EU
countries in 2022-23.

Key export products include
diesel (USD 8.4 billion), aviation
turbine fuel (USD 6.6 billion),
apparel (USD 5.6 billion), smart-
phones (USD 4 billion), cut and
polished diamonds (USD 2.6 bil-
lion), aluminium ingots (USD
1.5 billion), and medicines (USD
1 billion).

GTRI co-founder Ajay
Srivastava said that because of
this regulation, the EU

Commission can now investi-
gate these products if they have
received any incentives like PLI
(production linked incentive
scheme), FAME (Faster Adoption
and Manufacturing of Electric
Vehicles) or export benefits in
India. “Most vulnerable are
smartphones and other IT-re-
lated export of goods and serv-
ices to the EU. Given India's in-
volvement in exporting services
and participating in small ways
in public procurement in the
EU, the FSR may also impact
these areas,” he added.

Srivastava said that the EU
Commission is already investi-
gating the PLI scheme, and a de-
cision is expected soon.

“If the Commission finds the
PLI scheme violates WTO (World
Trade Organisation) rules, it
could impose sanctions/fines,”
he said.

Further, the report stated that
Indian businesses must identify
any subsidies they receive from
governments, state-owned en-
terprises, and other public bod-
ies and notify the EU. It sug-
gested that the government
prepare for retaliation and long-
drawn battle at the WTO.

Indian startups faced 70% fundlng drop in FY23

As funding plummets,
startups are hunkering
down, reducing burn
rate and expediting
their path to

profitability

New Delhi, July 18: While the
Indian startup ecosystem expe-
rienced a sharp funding peak
during FY22 reaching $50 bil-
lion, a gradual onset of the fund-
ing winter over the subsequent
quartersled to a 70 per cent drop
in FY23 to around $15 billion, a
report showed Tuesday.

As funding plummets, startups
are hunkering down, reducing

burn rate and expediting their
path to profitability, according to
the report by market research
firm Redseer.

“The increasing cost of capi-
tal and interest rates, recession
in developed markets, a decline
in the value of tech stocks, and
the slowdown in consumer in-
ternet growth have all been chal-
lenges for sustained funding,”
said Mohit Rana, partner at
Redseer.

There are about 100 unicorns
and less than 400 public compa-
nies with a market cap of more
than $1 billion in the country.

Ownership of founders in start-
ups is also limited (0-20 per cent)
in 59 per cent of private compa-
nies as compared to public com-
panies (over 50 per cent) in 65
per cent of public companies.

As startups sail through rough
waters, boards need to ensure fu-
ture alignment and take more re-
sponsibility to guide and sup-
port founders during challenging
times, Rana added.

“Listed tech companies have

made significant improvement
over the last five quarters. Paytm
launched new products, ex-
panded into new business seg-
ments, and upsold/cross-sold to
existing customers to increase
revenue per customer and re-

duce CAC. Zomato increased
take rates from restaurant part-
ners and delivery costs from cus-
tomers,” he said.

According to the report, the
number of profitable unicorns
is projected to grow across most
sectors in three to four years,
from 30 in FY22 to 55 in FY27.

Nearly 50 per cent of unicorns
are expected to become profitable
by FY27, while 20 per cent will
likely struggle due to regulatory
challenges, plummeting demand
and unclear business models.

They also expect some of the
struggling unicorns to pivot to
new models, get acquired or
close entirely, the report noted.

On the bright side, profitable
unicorns in India could gener-
ate 5 times the profit in FY27 as
they did in FY22.
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Wipro, NTPC, Tech Mahindra,
Bajaj Finserv and Larsen &
Toubro were among the other
major gainers.

State Bank of India, Bajaj
Finance, Titan, Tata Steel, Tata
Motors and UltraTech Cement
were among the laggards.

In the broader market, the
BSE smallcap gauge declined
0.47 per cent and midcap index
dipped 0.18 per cent.

Among the indices, IT jumped
1.15 per cent, teck rallied by 1.13
per cent, power (0.57 per cent),
industrials (0.27 per cent) and
utilities (0.19 per cent).

However, metal declined by
0.92 per cent, realty fell by 0.85
per cent, telecommunication
dipped 0.67 per cent, commodi-
ties went lower by 0.64 per cent
and consumer durables slipped
0.56 per cent.

In Asian markets, Tokyo set-
tled in the green, while Seoul
and Shanghai ended lower.

Adani invokes
‘matrabhump’,
slams Hindenburg

New Delhi, July 18: Billionaire -

Gautam Adani Tuesday invoked
growth prospects of ‘matrab-
humi’ India and the potential it
offers for his business empire
as he again slammed US short-
seller Hindenburg for a ‘mali-
cious’ attempt to damage the
reputation of his conglomerate.

At the annual shareholders
meeting of his ports-to-energy
conglomerate, Adani said the
group's assets and operating cash-
flows have got stronger and health-
ier and it will continue to con-
solidate what it has built while
looking at expanding its hori-
zons. He used the same language
as he had used in the annual re-
ports of his group’s listed firms
last month, to hit back at
Hindenburg Research’s ‘mali-
cious’ allegations and ‘false nar-
ratives’ that ‘various vested in-
terests tried to exploit’. He has
reiterated that his conglomerate

remains confident in its gover-
nance and disclosure standards.

Hindenburg January 24 ac-
cused Adani of "brazen stock
manipulation and accounting
fraud" as well as using a
"labyrinthian network" of shell
companies for surreptitious
money movements, allegations
that the conglomerate has
strongly denied, calling the re-
port "a calculated attack on
India". The report lopped off
close to USD 150 billion in the
market value of the group's listed
companies at the lowest point
and led to Adani losing the rich-
est Indian tag.

“The report was a combination
of targeted misinformation and
discredited allegations, the ma-
jority of them dating from 2004

t0 2015. They were all settled byl

the appropriate authorities at
that time,” Adani said.

SINDHU SLIPS TO 1/TH

New Delhi: Battling an inconsistent form, double Olympic medallist PV
Sindhu Tuesday slipped five places to world number 17 in the latest BWF
world rankings. Ever since returning from a five-month long injury layoff,

Sindhu has struggled to string together a series of wins in a week,

resulting in a title-less streak this season. This is her lowest ranking in
over a decade. The last time she was ranked 17th was in January, 2013.
She has been inside the top 10 since 2016, having reached a career-best

World No.2 in April, 2016. HS Prannoy also slipped a place to World No.10,

while Lakshya Sen and Kidambi Srikanth were static at 12th and 20th
spots respectively. Saina Nehwal slumped five places to 36th. Men’s dou-

bles pair of Satwiksairaj Rankireddy and Chirag Shetty remain India’s
best-placed shuttlers at World No.3. Among others, Treesa Jolly and
Gayatri Gopichand also lost a spot to be at the 19th position in women’s
doubles, while there was no Indian in the top 25 in mixed doubles.
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Mirpur, July 18: Struggling
Indian batters will need to find
a way to play on a slow surface
as they face Bangladesh in the
second women’s ODI in a bid to
avoid an embarrassing series
defeat here Wednesday.

Spinners, especially leg-break
bowlers, have troubled Indian
batters through the Bangladesh
tour and on Sunday they also
found pacer Marufa Akter hard
to negotiate as the fancied team
suffered their first-ever loss to
Bangladesh in ODIs.

Following that memorable vic-
tory and a win in the preceding
final T20, Bangladesh now have
the momentum and belief to
script a famous series win over
India.

India have a World Cup to play
in Bangladesh next year and
they need to learn how to accu-
mulate runs on pitches where the
ball doesn’t come on to the bat.
It has been a collective failure so
far on the tour though India
somehow managed to seal the T20
series.

Star batter Smriti Mandhana’s
showing has been a big disap-
pointment and Priya Punia, who
replaced Shafali Verma for the
ODI series opener, too struggled
in her comeback.

Both Yastika Bhatia and
Jemimah Rodrigues have strug-
gled to rotate strike and that has
put them under extra pressure.
In the absence of Richa Ghosh,
no one has stepped up for the
finisher’s role with the team
struggling to find boundaries.

Amanjot Kaur, who bowled
well on Sunday, has a good op-
portunity to make an impact
with the bat as well and give
India a much needed finishing
option.

Bowling coach Rajib Datta
said there is no need to press
the panic button. “There is no
need to be disappointed. The
team did not execute its plans the
way it wanted to. It is a team in
transition phase and looking at

WFI AD-HOC PANEL’S CALL RAISES EYEBROWS
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New Delhi, July 18: The WFI
ad-hoc panel Tuesday handed
Olympic medallist Bajrang Punia
and World Championship medal-
list Vinesh Phogat direct entries
into the Asian Games, a deci-
sion which was taken without the
consent of the national chief
coaches and is set to be chal-
lenged by other wrestlers and
their coaches.

The IOA ad-hoc panel said in a
circular that it has already se-
lected wrestlers in men’s freestyle
65kg and women’s 53kg but trials
will be held in all six weight cat-
egories in each of the three styles.

The ad-hoc panel did not name
Bajrang and Vinesh in the cir-
cular but panel member Ashok
Garg confirmed to PTI that the
two wrestlers have been ex-
empted from the trials. “Yes,
Bajrang and Vinesh have been ex-
empted from trials,” Garg said.

These two wrestlers have done
well in 65kg and 53kg categories
but due to their protest against
WEFI chief Brij Bhushan Sharan
Singh, they have not competed
in any international tourna-
ment this year.

The panel did not favour four
other protesting wrestlers —
Sakshi Malik, her husband
Satyawart Kadiyan, Jitender

Kina and Bajrang’s wife

Sangeeta Phogat. The Indian
Olympic Association’s ad-hoc
committee took the decision just
four days before the trials to se-
lect the wrestling squad for the
Asian Games, scheduled to begin
September 23 in the Chinese city
of Hangzhou.

The Greco-Roman (60kg, 67kg,
77kg, 87kg, 97kg, 130kg) and
Women’s (50kg, 53kg, 57kg, 62kg,
68kg, 76kg) trials are scheduled
for July 22, while the men’s freestyle
(57kg, 65kg, T4kg, 86kg, 97kg, 125kg)
trials will be held July 23 at IG
Stadium in New Delhi.

Bajrang, who was one of the six
protesting wrestlers at Jantar

Mantar demanding the arrest of
Brij Bhushan, is currently training
inIssyk-Kul, Kyrgyzstan. Vinesh,
who won the 2018 Asian Games
gold medal, is training in Budapest,
Hungary. Vinesh had pulled out of
the recent Ranking Series event
in Budapest due to sickness.

The two top grapplers, along
with the four other protesting
wrestlers — Sakshi, her husband
Kadian, Sangeeta and Kinha -
had sought time till August 10 to
prepare for the Asian Games
and World Championships trials.

Washington, July 18: Kidz Bop
rang out on the stereo as groups
of sweaty children beamed with
joy at the chance to kick around
footballs with major league pro-
fessionals at the White House
Monday.

Biden and players from FC
Cincinnati, DC United, Chicago
Fire and other teams for a youth
soccer clinic on White House South
Lawn on a sweltering afternoon.

White House staff eagerly passed

out water to the kids and their
parents. The White House billed
the event as part of Biden’s con-
tinued effort to “highlight how
sports unites us, and supports
and empowers young people.”

“Sport is the international
language, from the thrill of the
goal to the joy of the win,” Biden
said during the event, standing
at a podium next to MLS
Commissioner Don Garber and
16-year-old Nevaeh Burroughs,
aDC Parks and Recreation rep-
resentative.

Before introducing the first
lady, Burroughs said football
taught her the importance of
“dedication, hard work and com-
mitment.”

“When we work as one to score
that point, or cheer on our team,
sports unite us across back-
grounds and borders. There are
no strangers in the stands or on
the field,” Biden said. MLS all-
stars, including Christian
Benteke, Lucho Acosta and Kei
Kamara joined the event and
kicked around balls with kids as
they answered their questions.

President Joe Biden came out
late in the event to chat with the
pros. MLS is holding its All-Star
Game Wednesday at Washington’s
Audi Field. The White House
focus on football comes just in
time for the Women’s World Cup,
which begins this week in
Australia and New Zealand.

however, the Selection Committee
will have the discretion to select
the iconic players like medallists
of Olympic/World Championship
without trials provided recom-
mendation by Chief Coach/Foreign
Expert.

Both Bajrang and Vinesh fit in
that criteria but in this case
men’s free-style national coach
Jagmander Singh and women’s
national coach Virender Dahiya
were Kept in the dark.

“Tam not even aware that such
a decision has been taken. The
ad-hoc panel had stopped calling
us for meetings. We have not
made any such recommenda-
tion, we favoured trials in all
categories,” Jagmander told PTI.

Dahiya said, “We don’t know
in what shape Bajrang and
Vinesh are in. They have not
competed in the last eight
months. You get to know about
speed, strength, weight, only
during the competitions. And
they have not competed after
CWG and World Championship
last year, so we do not know how
good they are at this moment.

“And in both 53kg and 65kg
categories, there are solid young-
sters who can compete well.
Their strength is good. The ad-
hoc panel has overruled us in
making this decision,” he al-
leged.

After the halftime break, an in-
fringement by Indian defence
while halting the German attack
in the circle saw them concede
a PC. Jette converted the PC ex-
tending her team’s lead to 3-1.

Meanwhile, Nike
scored the fourth goal for Germany
in the dying minutes of the game,
taking the final score to 4-1.
